IN VIEW OF THE LAEKEN EUROPEAN COUNCIL
A EUROPEAN CONSTITUTION IS 

MORE URGENT THAN EVER 

(15.11.2001)
In Europe and throughout the world, peace, security and welfare are threatened. The international order which was established after World War II has not succeeded in overcoming the challenges of the 21st century - terrorism, arms proliferation, financial instability, the tension between rich and poor countries, systematic environmental destruction. 

Europe ought to assume its responsibilities. The ambiguity of an economically united but politically divided Europe has to end. It is only when Europe speaks with one voice in the world that it can face international challenges. 

We do not resign ourselves to the decline to which history destines us if we remain divided. Again, we propose a European government. We do this convinced that it is necessary not only for the future of Europeans but also for a more balanced global system, for a more thorough dialogue with countries in the Third World, and to bring peace to the Mediterranean area. 

For the reasons stated above: 

· we demand that the European institutions, the governments and national parliaments support the project of a European Constitution by the end of 2003, to establish a European government which is responsible to the European Parliament gainig its legitimacy from the citizens’ votes ; 

· we call for citizens, civil society organisations and political forces to act together so that the Convention, which should be a constitutional Convention, can draft a unique proposal for a European Constitution ; 

· we will immediately start to take all necessary measures so that the European Parliament supports the Convention with proposals throughout its work, being ready to take all political steps so that, when the time comes, the European Parliament can propose its own draft of a European Constitution.        
We encourage all parties in the Convention to agree upon a joint project for a European Constitution, and should not allow the absence of unanimity to hold us back.
